Typical 300 volt insulated multiconductor instrumentation tray cables (ITC) and power limited tray cables
(PLTC) cost the same for both cable tray and conduit wiring systems.

In vertical or angled tray runs, cables should be fastened to the tray"s transverse members to keep them secure.
In horizontal runs, the weight of the cables often keeps them in place, ...

Cables may be fastened to the cable tray by means of cable clamps or cable ties (See Figures 5.7 and 5.8).
Generaly, cables are fastened every 450 mm (18 in.) on vertical runs.
